The Georgia office is then able to track
these activities which are very important in remaining a
Main Street City.  Once awarded this distinguished honor,
cities must earn the right to retain the Main Street designa-
tion each year.  McDonough is not only a Georgia Main
Street City but also holds the coveted designation as a
National Main Street City thanks to the efforts of Schenk
and her all volunteer committees.  During the recent
Georgia Municipal Association’s annual convention in
Savannah, McDonough was presented the City’s 2007
Accredited National Main Street Program Certificate pre-
sented by The National Trust for Historic Preservation.
